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RELEVANCE OF THE TOPIC:
Bastion fortifications is an integral part of
the great history, cultural and national
identity of our Ukrainian people.
The issue of preserving heritage is
extremely urgent now, in the conditions of
war, when monuments are deteriorating
even faster than ever before.

THE PURPOSE OF THE PRESENTATION: 
Тo provide a general overview of the state
of the objects, to analyze the main
problems that arise during preservation
and to propose ways to solve them.

There were more than 5,000 monuments of
fortification in Ukraine, but most of them
remain today.

Only about 100 have survived to our time.



In Ukraine, bastion fortifications began to
be built approximately from the 16th
century, and from the middle of the 17th
century bastion systems became the main
type of fortification.



Bastion fortifications
are spread throughout
Ukraine.
